NCW EDD Meeting Minutes

Approval of Minutes
· Mark Spurgeon moved to approve the March 9, 2011 meeting minutes, Bill Haven seconded, one abstained and the motion was carried.
Administrator’s Report
DNR/Biomass: A regional Biomass meeting was held March 29, 2011 from 1:30 pm to 4:00 pm at the CTC to discuss the Statewide Supply Study.  This meeting was co-sponsored by the NCWEDD. The study is on track for August completion date.  Next meeting is slated for July 11, 2011.  For the July meeting, there will be three areas of focus:
· DNR Statewide Supply Study update and input

· Elected official listening/sharing session

· USFS Okanogan Wenatchee NF Forest Plan input
EVI: Working on developing an art campaign for the EVI.  The competition is leaning more from just signage to a branding campaign for NCW.  Contest will be in the fall, but given the months of the academic school year, a letter will go out notifying schools of the contest this spring.   
Also discussed was the possibility of conducting a webinar with the Department of Commerce to get information out to communities that will be affected by the EVI.  A webinar would allow greater participation.  

CEDS: The draft CEDS is close to completion.  The committee will review the draft through May 6 and the document will be put before the membership for initial review at the May meeting, with adoption at the June meeting.         

Entrepreneurship/Innovation:  Working through Doc Hastings to file an inquiry for the implementation grant.    Two projects are currently in the works with WVC.  One is an Entrepreneurship speaker series happening in June and looking into the possibility of making it a webinar series.   The second is a monthly e-newsletter providing valuable information on entrepreneurship/innovation.  The first edition is scheduled to be released in May.  
Webinars: The next webinar is scheduled for April 21, 2011 with Dr. Raha, the chief Washington State Economist. This event is co-presented by the Wenatchee Valley Chamber of Commerce.  The webinar link will be available on the NCWEDD website. 
NADO Update: Jennifer shared that latest information from NADO on the Federal budget. Copies were circulated.

NCW Economic Summit: Two letters of Inquiry were sent in by the EDD for grant funding for this event.  The summit is scheduled to take place in the fall in Okanogan County.  Committees were formed to begin the process of scheduling the event, finding keynote speakers and venue/catering.  A survey was sent out to several organizations and had a good results providing information on the design of the event.  The next meeting is scheduled for April 22, 2011.

RC&D Update and Discussion
An Emergency meeting was held on March 28, 2011 to discuss options if federal funding for the RC&D is removed from the budget.  Many options are being discussed.   The EDD has a contractual agreement with the RC&D and if funding is lost there may need to be a structural change to help with shared projects and staff.  Further discussions will need to be held to determine what actions need/should be taken if the funding is lost.
