NCW EDD Meeting Minutes

Approval of Minutes
· Bill Haven moved to approve the May 11, 2011 meeting minutes, Dave Acheson seconded and the motion was carried.
Administrator’s Report
Council of Governance (COG): Jennifer was tasked to research information on younger COG’s in Washington State.    Kitsap Regional Coordinating Council is a younger COG.  The director has been out of the office so information is still being obtained.  
Electric Vehicle Initiative (EVI) Art Contest: A letter went out to the regional high school and college art department heads explaining the contest and what a full submittal entails.  The art contest is slated to begin this fall. 
Biomass Meeting: Follow up to the regional meeting occurring in March, DNR contractors will be available to discuss the submitted Inventory Supply Study at a meeting slated for the week of July 11, 2011.  EDD will be a partner in facilitating that meeting. 
Business Education Series: The following are dates/topics of the three-part Speaker Series  offered by the NCW EDD and the Center for Entrepreneurship at Wenatchee Valley College: 

· June 2:   Using Technology to Innovate

· June 9:  Attracting and Keeping Your Customers

· June 16:  Attracting the Right Employees and Keeping Them
The June 2, 2011 event was a success.  15 were in attendance for this event that spoke to Using Technology to Innovate. 
EDA Capacity Planning Grant:  This grant runs from July 1 to June 30.  The grant for the next cycle set to begin July 1, 2011 has not been awarded yet.  The program is safe and preserved, but the EDA has not received word on the amount they will be receiving and therefore they cannot pass down the amounts EDD’s will be receiving.   This will result in the EDD yearly budget not being approved on time.  Cash reserves are available to the EDD should be alright interim. 
Administrative Assistant Office: Due to the withdraw of federal funding; the RC&D office can no longer remain at the USDA service center in Okanogan.  New office space was not found so the administrative assistant, shared by EDD and the RC&D, will be moving her office to her home.  New phone number and address will be sent out when it becomes available.  E-mail information will remain the same. 

CEDS Update: The draft CEDS document was opened for comment period through the end of May.  From that the following information was included into the CEDS: 
· Changes made at North Valley Hospital

· Omak Stampede Grounds improvements

· Information on area Farmers Markets

The CEDS is an EDD requirement done annually. 

· George Buckner moved to approve the 2011-12 CEDS report, Chris Branch seconded and the motion was carried. 
MOU Extension
An extension was recommended for the MOU with Wenatchee Valley College.  This MOU allows for the EDD to have office space within the college.  The only changes would be to change the ending date to December 31, 2013.  
· Wendy Isenhart moved to approve extending the MOU with Wenatchee Valley College to December 31, 2013, Bill Haven seconded and the motion was carried. 
RC&D/EDD Services Contract
The current RC&D/EDD Services contract is set to expire June 30, 2011.  To help align the contract with the calendar year and the Annual meetings of both organizations, it is being suggested that the contract be extended until December 31, 2011.  The funding amount would change from $8400 to $12,600 which would change it from a 12 month allotment to an 18 month allotment.  

· Wendy Isenthart moved to approve the RC&D/EDD Services Contract extension, Mark Spurgeon seconded and the motion was carried.  
EVI Transition
It has been suggested by legal representation that the EVI consortium become an LLC within the state of Washington for liability reasons, thus protecting both groups.  The transfer agreement was received late on June 10, 2011 and is still in draft form.  Both groups will have the opportunities to review the document and make changes and it was noted that the funding level was not yet filled out.   One of the commitments from Ron Johnston-Rodriguez is to continue working on the regional EVI movement and initiatives including the Power Up Summit.   Allocated funding for the transfer will allow for the purchase of  text books and allow for partners to give presentations for interested business owners, cities and counties.  
It was also stated that assets of the EVI group would go to the EDD office but the total amount of these assets has not yet been given.  

There was discussion on the transfer agreement and possible changes that it should have which included adding an item labeled as 2.3 to state an “up to” or “not exceed” statement.  Anything over $5000 needs to be approved.  

· Steve Jenkins moved to approve continuation of the EVI Draft Agreement with suggestions, Russell Clark seconded and the motion was carried.  

Legislative Update
Shiloh Schauer gave a legislative update to the membership.  
Funding Opportunity
Jennifer discussed a possible funding opportunity that may be a good fit for the EVI effort.   The deadline is July 7, 2011.  Jennifer will be researching to determine if the opportunity is a good fit and will then begin speaking with partners.

It was proposed that Renewable Energy Strategies, offices in Omak, become an associate member of the EDD.
