NCW EDD Meeting Minutes

Approval of Minutes

Administrator’s Report
DNR/Biomass: A regional Biomass meeting is scheduled for March 29, 2011 from 1:30 pm to 4:00 pm at the CTC to discuss the Statewide Supply Study.  The NCW EDD was asked to contribute for facilitator expenses for this meeting. 

· Russell Clark moved to approve contributing up to $150 for the cost of a facilitator for the March 29, 2011 Regional Biomass meeting, Chuck Johnson seconded and the motion carried.  
EVI: Jennifer attended a meeting on the State’s EVI efforts, specifically the electrification of Highway 2. There was some discussion about ordinance requirements, and Jennifer was directed to convene a meeting for cities, counties and members to learn more about the State’s efforts, and expected impacts to NCW.

CEDS: The CEDS committee has reviewed the overview areas and recommended removing Geology/Climate and Habitat and suggested adding Green/Innovation to the document.  Scoping questions have been circulated, and will be circulated again, and can also be found on the NCW EDD website.  The questions will close mid-April and a Draft CEDS will be sent to the committee a week later.  A comment period will go through the end of April and the document will be put before the membership for initial review at the May meeting, with adoption at the June meeting.         

Entrepreneurship/Innovation:  A letter was sent to the EDA to request communication for this project.  A call was received but the project is still on hold at this time.
