NCW EDD Meeting Minutes

Approval of Minutes
· Russell Clark moved to approve the April 13, 2011 meeting minutes, Bill Haven seconded and the motion was carried.
Approval of New Membership

· Russell Clark moved to approve SMDSolutions as an Associate Member of the NCWEDD, Chris Branch seconded and the motion was carried. 

Election of Board Member

· Dave Acheson moved to elect Bob Bugert of Chelan/Douglas Land Trust as the Environmental board member, Russell Clark seconded and the motion carried.  
Administrator’s Report
Council of Governance (COG): Jennifer was tasked to research information on existing COG’s in Washington State.  Two COG’s were discussed: Cowlitz/Wahkiakum and Benton/Franklin.   The membership would like to hear more about COG’s that are younger. 
Electric Vehicle Initiative (EVI) Art Contest: A database of Schools and Art teachers from the District’s coverage area has been developed to include them in the EVI Art Contest.  An informational letter will go out before the end of the academic year with more information to follow in the Fall. A monetary prize is being considered for the artist and school of the winning submission.  It is asked if the NCW EDD can contribute to the prize money in the amount of $250.  Port of Douglas County and Port of Chelan County are also donating $250 each for prize money and Okanogan County will be approached to do the same. 

· Ken Stanton moved to approve contributing $250 to be used as prize money for the EVI Art Contest, Russell Clark seconded and the motion was carried.  
Business Education Series: The following are dates/topics of the three-part Speaker Series  offered by the NCW EDD and the Center for Entrepreneurship at Wenatchee Valley College:

Entrepreneurship/Innovation:  Content for the Entrepreneurship/Innovation e-newsletter is almost done and newsletter is slated to go out in early June. 
Pybus Market and Sustainability Center: Jennifer has been working with the EDA to explore funding for this project.  A teleconference was held with Port of Chelan County and the EDA to determine if a particular funding opportunity will be a good fit for the project.  One of the criteria is that the project must be regional in nature.  Currently the role of Okanogan County and the Colville Tribe is undefined, but there may be an opportunity for businesses to participate.  Determination of whether this funding opportunity is a good fit will be made by the Port of Chelan County as they would be the named applicant.  
Resource Conservation and Development (RC&D) Update: The RC&D will continue to meet monthly until the end of 2011.  A six month contract extension is expected to be presented to the council next month.  This would continue the current RC&D/EDD contract until the end of December 2011. 
CEDS Committee Update: The draft CEDS document was presented and members were encouraged to go to the NCW EDD website, read the entire document and present any changes to Jennifer at jennifer@ncwedd.com.  Please submit comments and feedback by the end of May 2011.  Final draft will be put before membership for approval at the June 8, 2011 meeting. 

RC&D Update and Discussion
An Emergency meeting was held on March 28, 2011 to discuss options if federal funding for the RC&D is removed from the budget.  Many options are being discussed.   The EDD has a contractual agreement with the RC&D and if funding is lost there may need to be a structural change to help with shared projects and staff.  Further discussions will need to be held to determine what actions need/should be taken if the funding is lost. 
Treasurer’s Report 
· Ken Stanton moved to approve the treasurer’s report, Russell Clark seconded and the motion was carried. 
Member Presentation

Tim King gave a presentation about the progress of Carbon Cycle Crush.  
New Business

Discussions on what to do with the anticipated $7000 left in the budget line item “Contractual/other” that needs to be allocated by June 30.  A conference call was set up with the Executive and Finance committees.  Of the four project possibilities, the members present felt the project should be regional in scope. It is the recommendation of the participating members to use $5000 of the “Contractual/Other” money to put toward the formation of a non-profit for the EVI. This new entity would be used to explore more opportunities for the EVI project on a regional level.  The EDD membership would like to see a scope of work and organizational structure of this new entity. 
· Russell Clark moved to approve using $5000 of the budget line item “Contractual/Other” to help form an EVI Non-profit, Mark Spurgeon seconded, one opposed, and the motion carried.
